Dag 1 - 30. april 2010

Endelig var det dagen, hvor vi skulle mgdes i Kastrup Lufthavn og af
sted til det forjeettede land. Vi mgdtes kl. 5 om morgenen, og gav os
straks i gang med at tjekke ind elektronisk — det gik hurtigt i skudder
mudder — og en lettere stresset dame bag en skranke fik forngjelsen
af os i stedet. Damen blev ikke mindre stresset af, at to af deltagerne
fik afvist deres ESTA ansggning. Dette blev Igst, og af sted vi kom.
Flyveturen fra Amsterdam til Portland var lang, men ganske behagelig.
| Portland blev vi madt af venlige immigrationsmyndigheder der bade
hilste paent, fotograferede vores ansigter og fingre samt gnskede os en
rigtig god ferie.

Tomas stod og ventede pa os i lufthavnen. Efter at have hilst pa
hinanden begav vi os ud til minibussen. Minibussen var en stor en af
slagsen, med rimelig plads til bade bagage og passagerer. Efter en
lille times transport ankom vi til Tualatin River National Wildlife Refuge,
som var et fantastisk vadomrade, der med menneskets hjzelp var
blevet formet saledes, at der var masser af sma mudrede ferske enge
og smasger. Her var masser af fugle: Z£nder, vadefugle, smafugle og
rovfugle. Mest spektakuleert var, da en Preeriefalk gav sig til at jage
over engene kortvarigt, og da turens fgrste Hvidhovedet Havgrn kom
flyvende majestaetisk imod os og minsandten valgte at saette sig i
toppen af det neermeste trae — og blev der!

Derefter gik turen mod Newport, hvor vi skulle overnatte. Pa vejen
gjorde vi stop i byen Lincoln, der ligger pa kysten ca. 30 minutter fra
Newport. Her spiste vi aftensmad pa den meget autentiske restaurant
"Roadhouse 101”. Vi blev magdt med ordene "Hi buddy — sit where ever
you please”. Der lgd en knasen under vores sko, hver gang vi tog et
skridt, og naede et stort bord hvor vi alle kunne fa plads. Pa bordene
stod der store spande af lune jordngdder med skaller pa. Man spiste
jordngdderne og skallerne smed man i bedste kinesiske stil pa gulvet
— det var derfor, det knasede, nar man gik. Aftensmaden bestod af
burger, cola og godt hjemmelavet gl. Vores tjener var sa begejstret for
gllet, at han havde faet dets navn og logo tatoveret pa overarmen — det
overbeviste de gldrikkende deltagere om, at det matte vaere en god al.

Vi ankom til hotellet omkring kl. 20.00 og fik tjekket ind samt arrangeret
tidlig morgenmad. Tomas og Thomas tog derefter ud for at ggre indkab
i et keempe supermarked — hvor det meste kunne fas i supersize — selv
bananerne.

Dag 2 - 1. maj 2010

Farste hele dag i Oregon. Vi lagde hardt ud med et af turens absolutte
hgjdepunkter: En 11 timers lang sejltur ud pa Stillehavet. Malet er
Perpetua Bank og albatrosser. Da vi star op om morgenen, ma vi
desveerre konstatere, at vejret ikke er helt med os. Det regner og
blaeser omkring 10-12 meter i sekundet. Regnen fortseetter, mens

vi mgdes med "the Birdguide” personalet pa havnen. Skibet er helt
fyldt, og der er geester fra Oregon og nabostaterne, en svensker, to
New Newzealzendere samt vores gruppe pa 10 danskere. Skibet er
fyldt godt op. Turen starter godt. Omkring havnen ligger der godt med
Islommer og Brillesender — og en californisk sglgve svemmer dovent

forbi. Sejlturen starter, og vores tre amerikanske guider gar straks i
gang med at rabe arter op: Rovterne,

Brandt’s og Pacific Cormorant, Pigeon Guillemot, hybrid mager (dem
er der nemlig rigtig mange af her pa USA’s vestkyst). Vi sejler nu i en
lang kanal skabt af to ca. 1 km lange bglgebrydere. Hgje balger slar
konstant ind fra alle sider af baden. De siger, at det altid er slemt,

nar det blaeser, samtidig med at tidevandet er ved at traekke sig ud.
Desveerre bliver det ikke meget bedre de naeste par timer, og for
mange kommer sgsygen snigende. Men pa trods af sgsygen sa far
alle set en stribe fede arter. Iseer var de mange Black-footed Albatross’
ualmindelig fede. Men ogsa de mange skraper, flokke af Odinshans,
forskellige arter alkefugle samt Sma Kjover og Sabinemager gjorde
et stort indtryk. Det blev ogsa til lidt andet i form af en Stellers sglgve
langt til havs, en klumpfisk svemmede i overfladen, sa den var paent
synlig og nogle fik set pukkelhval s teet pa at de kunne hgre blastet.
Langs kysten sas et par grahvaler og en speettet seel. Jeg skylder lige
at forteelle, at vejret blev bedre. Regnen stoppede og vinden lagde sig
lidt.

Efter en lang sejltur var det ved at veere tid til aftensmad. Vores unge
mexicanske hotelmutter forslog, at vi tog pa lzzys Pizza. Det gjorde vi
sa. Her var der en keempe buffet, med alt hvad det amerikanske hjerte
kunne begaere — og ad libitum, hvilket ogsa gjaldt alle de baffer, man
kunne spise fra grillen. Super maltid der afsluttede en super dag.



Dag 3 - 2. maj 2010

Vi startede dagen med et fint morgenmaltid pa hotellet. Comfort Inn havde
veeret et rart sted at bo, men nu skulle vi videre. Vi kgrer ud til det smukke
Yoquina Head Lighthouse, hvor vi straks blev madt af de tillidsfulde
White-crowned Sparrows. En flot han sad og sang noget sa smukt.
Yoquina Head Lighthouse er et fuglefjeld, og der er en konstant aktivitet
af Lomvier, der flyver til og fra fjeldet — et fantastisk syn. Det varer ikke
lzenge, fgr Mikki har fundet Stramaender — og begejstret farer han os til
dem. Men pa trods af deres klare stralende farver er de bestemt ikke lette
at finde. De kamuflerer sig ufattelig godt i tangen. En af target-arterne var
Surfbird, men de var desveerre ikke at se. Til gengaeld var her bade Sort
Stenvender og Sort Strandskade.

Vi satte mod Seal Rock. Men heller ikke her kunne vi finde Surfbirds.

Vi spiste vores frokost i bagende solskin pa en fin lille rasteplads. Efter
frokost syntes Tomas, at vi lige skulle kigge pa den smukke klippekyst
en gang til om ikke andet for at kigge endnu en gang pa de Strgmaender,
som ogsa er her. Straks vi kigger pa klipperne kommer en flok Surfbirds
flyvende. Efter at alle har faet et godt kig pa dem og Strgmaenderne,
fortseetter vi mod Coos Bay og gar stop pa vejen ved North Spit. Her er
der bl.a. lidt rastende sangere.

Vi overnatter pa Red Lion Hotel, og aftensmaden indtager vi pa et sted,
der kalder sig steakhouse, men mest af alt minder om en sportsbar.

Dag 4 - 3. maj 2010

Godmorgen, det pisser ned! Det har nok veeret de forste ord, der er blevet
udvekslet denne morgen — for det gjorde det. Vi spiste morgenmad, og
tog os ganske god tid. Vi udskad afgang med 30 minutter, men lige lidt
hjalp det — det pissede stadig ned. Vi skulle starte dagen med vadefugle,
og karte til Bandon Marsh ca. 'z times karsel mod syd. Her var masser

af vadefugle, men det regnede stadig. Da der var godt med sangere i
krattene, valgte vi at kare til en naerliggende park for at luske. Og mens

vi luskede trak masser af vadefugle forbi og lommer trak ind over os. |
krattene fandt vi bade spurve, sangere og spaetter og ikke mindst en lille
hidsig feetter: Rufous Hummingbird. Regnen stoppede og vi kunne fuldfgre
dagens program. Iseer tusindvis af Western Sandpipers gjorde indtryk.
Overalt trak store flokke mod nord. Mange tusinder trak denne dag.

Til frokost kgrte vi til Face Rock. Dette sted er et smukt fuglefjeld fordelt

pa adskillige klippeger taet ved kysten. Malet var at finde Tufted Puffin —
Toplunde. Det lykkedes ikke i denne omgang, men det var et skgnt sted
med masser af fugle og et fint sted at spise frokost.

Efter frokost og obs ved Face Rock kgrte vi atter mod Coos Bay. Pa
vejen skulle vi bes@gge en stor sglgvekoloni ved Cape Arago. Sglgver var
her rigeligt af, omkring 1.500 der 14 som sild i tender pa de flade klipper
ud for kysten. Da vi ankom, blev vi overveeldet af et keempe treek af
Stillehavslommer. Omkring 1.300 trak forbi pa den forste time.

Dagen sluttede ved nogle salt-enge i udkanten af Coos Bay — ikke veerd at
skrive hjem om, sa det undlader vi at gere.

Aftensmaden var derimod en oplevelse. Vi havde besluttet os

at 'rejse’ til det mexicanske kgkken. Lokalet kunne have vundet
verdensmesterskaberne i darlig smag, men vi fik egentlig indtrykket af,
at dette her var nok temmelig mexicansk. Maden var udmaerket, men
maltidet huskes nok bedst for de enorme portioner.

Dag 5 - 4. maj 2010

Denne morgen stod vi op til det smukkeste solskin. De to foregaende
naetter havde vi overnattet pa hotel Red Lion. Her kunne morgenmaden
indtages med udsigt over en mindre flod, hvor der passerede en sglvhejre
i ny og nae. Denne morgen var nogle fa heldige at se turens fagrste
Beeltestadfisker passere.

Formiddagen blev brugt i Bandon Marsh. Her besagte vi samme
vadeflader som dagen fer men uden den silende regn. Her var masser af
vadefugle, men en Vandrefalk skreemte alt veek efter 20 minutter — gv. En
smuk Golden-crowned Kinglet fouragerede lavt, og lod sig se fint af alle.

Et par gode tips fra en lokal naturvejleder fik os til at forsgge Face Rock
igen. Og vi var da ogsa kun lige ankommet, da Niels Henrik meldte, at en
Toplunde cirklede omkring Face Rock. Hold keeft, hvor var de smukke — tre
Toplunder blev det til. Yderligere et tip forte os over pa den anden side af
floden mod @st, hvor der var et lille omrade i skovkanten med sump og pil.
Her var der Black Phoebe og Huttons Vireo.

Nu skulle der kgres langt, 2-3 timer. Malet var Whitehorse State Park.

Ved ankomsten spiste vi frokost — konstant forstyrret af et mylder af
sangere. Wilson, Yellow, Audubon’s, Orange-crowned, MacGillivray’s,
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Common Yellow-throat og Yellow-breasted Chat samt Warbling Vireo

var blandt de forstyrrende elementer. En spadseretur rundt i omradet
gav konstant nye arter: Pacific Slope og Hammond'’s Flycatcher, Red-
shouldered Hawk, Chipping Sparrow og meget meget mere.

Tou Velle var naeste stop pa turen. Stedet er kendt som et sikkert
sted for Acorn Woodpecker og California Towhee. Vi sa begge arter.
Desuden var der et stort fald af Audubon’s Warbler.

Efter garsdagens gastronomiske rejse til Mexico, er vi atter tilbage i
USA. Wendy’s siges at veere blandt de bedre fastfood restauranter. Det
blev vi nu ikke helt overbeviste om. Selv efter en tripple burger fglte
man sig ikke overbevist om, at man nu havde faet et tilstreekkeligt maltid
— men billigt, det var det!

Natten skulle tilbringes i Medford pa Shilo Inn. | forhold til de to
foregaende hoteller sa var dette et skridt ned af stigen, men stadig
udmeerket. Servicen her var helt i top, og i modsaetning til de to unge
piger pa Red Lion, sa var personalet her yderst kompetent.

Dag 6 - 5. maj 2010

Vi startede dagen med noget som blev betegnet som et morgenmaltid
— det havde vi imidlertid lidt sveert ved at erkende. Maltidet bestod af
vafler, muffins og den slags. Dagens farste besgg gik til det smukke
Table Rock. Her gik vi fgrst gennem et buskomrade, inden vi naede til
en teet egeskov af sorten Oregon White Oak. Her fandt vi specialiteter
som California Towhee, Gnatcatcher og Ash-throated Flycatcher.
Besgget var godt timet, for som vi forlod stedet for at kare til Tou Velle,
veeltede det ind med skolebusser og skoleelever pa tur.

Tou Velle var som dagen far propfyldt med smafugle. Ogsa i dag var det
Audubon’s Warbler, der dominerede, men deriblandt var der ankommet
godt med Hammond’s Flycatcher og enkelte Pacific-slope Flycatcher,
Bullock’s Oriole, Western Tanager og Lincoln’s Sparrow. Nogle fa
heldige sa ogsa en Amerikansk Stor Hornugle.

Efter Tou Velle gik turen mod Klamath Falls. Pa vejen gjorde vi indkab
til frokost, som vi indtog ved Willow Prairie. Dog kunne vi ikke komme
rigtig ind i omradet pa grund af sne! Til og med kom der flere snebyger i
lebet af dagen.

Sidste stop blev ved Howard Bay. Her stoppede vi ved en lille s@, der
var fyldt med fugle. Her sa vi nogle af de arter, som vi sukkede efter
ude ved kysten: Bonaparte, Ringneebbet og Preeriemager, Wilsons
Svemmesnepper, forskellige aender, Yellow-headed Blackbird og meget
meget mere.

Vi overnattede pa Days Inn — et rigtig fint sted. Fine veerelser og god
betjening. Ikke mindst & der en restaurant mindre end 100 meter fra
vores veerelser.

Dag 7 - 6. maj 2010

Pa trods af mange fine oplevelser turen igennem, sa var dette nok

en af de dage, der huskes bedst. Vejret var godt: solskin og klar luft,
naturen fantastisk smuk. En stor hgjlandsslette med s@er og enge og
hgje sneklaedte bjerge i horisonten og sidst men ikke mindst enorme
maengder af fugle fra det blev lyst til det blev markt. Vi besagte Lower
Klamath National Wildlife Refuge (NWR), som ligger pa graensen
mellem det nordligste Californien og det sydligste Oregon. Omradet

er keempe stort, og dagen igennem besggte vi den ene sg efter den
anden fyldt med fugle. Isaer svgmmeaender og vadefugle gjorde indtryk.
Farste sg@ vi besagte var proppet med vadefugle: isser Langnaebbet
Sneppeklirer (2.500) og Almindelig Ryle (4.000), men dertil kommer
mindre tal af mange andre arter. Tomas havde fortalt, at hvis man

blev ude i omradet til det blev aften, kunne man se et stort treek af
White-faced Ibis. Det gjorde vi, og vi sa 1285 White-faced Ibis flyve til
overnatning. Som alle de andre dage spiste vi frokost ude i omradet, en
hyggelig picnic mens vi kiggede pa ander, vadefugle, en Kongegarn og
masser af svaler. Aftensmaden blev denne aften amerikansk: Burger
King.

Dag 8 - 7. maj 2010

Vi startede dagen med en kort karetur til et skovomrade. Her havde
Tomas sidste ar set Ruffed Grouse. Stedet hed Odessa Creek
Campground. Vi naede knapt ud af bilen far meldinger om forskellige
fugle startede. Mest opmaerksomhed var der nar nogen meldte spaette,
og oftest viste det sig at veere Red-breasted Sapsuckers, som holdt til
omkring parkeringspladsen. Vi begav os ad en skovsti, og vi var kun
gaet lidt, far vi harte en sjov hul trommen: Ruffed Grouse som spiller,
meldte Tomas. Musestille bevaegede vi os gennem skoven, og pludselig

stod den pa en stamme lige foran os. Alle fik set den rigtig fint. Efter
10
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denne succes fortsatte vi gennem skoven, en hgjstammet fyrreskov,
primeert for at kigge efter spaetter. Men en lille fugl, mindre end tobak for
en skilling, fangede vores opmaerksomhed: En Calliope Hummingbird
sad som en mikroskopisk rovfugl pa sin udkigspost.

Efter et succesfuldt besag ved Odessa Creek fortsatte vi videre omkring
Klamath Lake til Sevenmile Guard Station. Her skulle vi szerligt kigge
efter Hermit Warbler. Vi madte en flok fuglekiggerpiger, som fortalte,

at de sad hist og her og sang, men vi fandt desveerre ikke nogen (men
masser af andre gode ting). Vores picnic frokost spiste vi ved Jackson
F. Kimball State Park, her var der ogsa Ruffed Grouse. Dagens sidste
stop var ved Wood River Wetland ved Klamath Lake. Her gik vi pa et
dige. Langs diget var der hgje treeer. | disse treeer var der smafugle og
speetter: Flicker og Downy Woodpecker. Ude i omradet var der masser
af vandfugle, og ikke mindst en flok vadefugle med en meget tillidsfuld
Wilson’s Phalarope.

Dag 9 - 8. maj 2010

Vi startede dagen i byparken, Moore Park, i Klamath Falls. Her var rigtig
godt med fugle. Mest bemeerkelsesveaerdigt var et stort treek af Lewi’s
Woodpecker (47 ex.). Parken var fint anlagt med stier, og der var bade
skov, abne omrader og udsigt over Klamath Falls og Lake. En af target
arterne her var Oak Titmouse, som det ogsa lykkedes at se — ikke
mindst fordi at et par boede i en fuglekasse.

Naeste stop blev Collier State Park (Williamson River Campground),
her skulle vi kigge lidt inden vi spiste picnic frokost. Tomas havde god
erfaring for omradet, og vi begav os derfor ud pa en leengere gatur. Efter

frokost ventede der en lzengere, men meget smuk kgretur til Lakeview.
Inden vi checkede ind pa Best Western kgrte vi op i Bullard Canyon.
Her var godt med fugle, men vejret drillede — vi havde ikke veeret

der lzenge for det begyndte at regne. Den ene byge efter den anden
kom ind over, og gjorde det lidt sveert — men alt i alt et rigtig fint sted.
Aftensmaden blev indtaget pa en kinesisk restaurant i byen — hvor nogle
fik et bjerg af et eller andet indbagt. Andre (mere kloge) valgt noget med
grgnsager — det sa noget mere appetitligt ud.

Dag 10 - 9. maj 2010

| dag skulle vi tidligt op. Formalet med den lange tur til Lakeview var
at besgge Hart Mountain. | Hart Mountain var malet at se spillende
Greater Sage Grouse. Hart Mountain er vel mere et plateau end et
bjerg. Fer man nar Hart Mountain krydser man en stor slette med
store fugletomme salts@er. Her rejser Hart Mountain sig med stejle
klippesider. Der er en stejl vej op til Hart Mountain, og der skal helst
ikke vaere sne pa vejen, nar man skal derop. Nar man nar op gennem
"passet” kommer man til en ny slette, der er som skaret ud af en
"cowboyder” og indianerfilm — man kan naesten ligefrem hgre de
bjeeffende indianere blande sig med de hylende Coyotes.

Det var her pa denne hgijslette, at vi skulle finde spillepladsen for
Greater Sage Grouse. Tomas, som havde veeret der for, forte an.
"Det er herude et eller andet sted” sagde han. Vi parkerede bilen og
begyndte at ga ud i omradet. Her hyggede vi os med Bjerglaerker,
syngende Savannah, Brewer’s og Vesper Sparrows. Efter omkring
en kilometers gang sa vi en starre flok Grouse, men pa stor afstand.
Vi besluttede os for at ga taettere pa, men kort tid efter fandt vi en ny
mindre flok pa omkring 6 fugle. De var ganske teet pa — omkring 200
meter — og kunne ses spillende rigtig flot. Denne oplevelse var helt
afgjort en af turens hgjdepunkter.

Herefter begav vi os mod et campingomrade, hvor vi skulle luske
smafugle og spise morgenmad. | omradet var der godt med spaetter, en
spillende Amerikansk Bekkasin og en Amerikansk Bla Keerhag.

Sidst pa dagen, efter frokost, begyndte vi at kare retur. Her sa vi en
helt fantastisk smuk Sparrow Lark og nogle fine Pronghorn Antelope pa
klods hold.

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Dag 11 - 10. maj 2010

Og det lykkedes os naesten at spise frokost i tarvejr. Summer Lake var
fantastisk. Det mindede lidt om det vi havde oplevet omkring Klamath
Falls men dog i en mindre malestok. Her var maengder af fugle: Ander,
en smuk Trumpeter Swan med et ‘fint’ grgnt halsband, vadefugle og

en flot Amerikansk Stor Hornugle ved rede med en unge, som blev
iagttaget pa passende afstand.

Vi skulle overnatte i en lille flaekke pa et fint Best Western hotel med
indendgrs swimming pool. Aftensmaden blev for nogens vedkommende
indtaget pa en fin lille mexicansk restaurant, der pa husets regning
sluttede af med en kanel is (smagte vildt godt). De resterende nappede
deres aftensmaltid pa en "good old fashion” American diner — som
kunne preaestere en god bgf.

Dag 12 - 11. maj 2010

Efter garsdagens massive uvejr var det med spaending, at gardinet blev
trukket til side denne morgen. Men det s& heldigvis rigtig fint ud med
bla himmel og sma vatskyer. KI. 06.00 spiste vi en let og sukkerholdig
morgenmad. Kl. 07.00 var der afgang fra hotellet. Vi karte direkte til Fort
Rock — en tur pa ca. 40 minutter. Fort Rock er en stor hesteskoformet
klippe midt ude pa Sage (krydderurten salvie) busksteppen. Klippen
tarner sig omkring 100 meter op over det flade landskab, og kan

ses pa mange kilometers afstand. Stedet er isaer kendt for sine fine
Preeriefalke. Solen skinnede og vejret var skent — set inde fra bilen.
Udenfor var det bidende koldt kun lige over frysepunktet, og vinden

var mere end frisk. Men ud skulle vi og efter at have set 40 California
Quails og et par Mountain Bluebirds fra bilen sa det fuglemaessigt rigtig
spaendende ud. Det var det bestemt ogsa: Preeriefalk, White-throated
Swift, Rock Wren, Sage Sparrow og Ferruginous Hawk var target arter
og det lykkedes at se dem alle.

Nu gik turen til Bend hvor der skulle shoppes og kigges fugle i
byparken. Byparken var rigtig flot. En & stremmede gennem en slugt
som bredte sig ud i en dejlig park. Her var masser af smafugle og
Townsend’s Warbler var ikke blot ny for listen og men ogsa utrolig smuk.

Derefter gik turen til Sisters, hvor vi indlogerede os pa Best Western
— turens dejligste hotel. Best Western ligger i udkanten af byen lige i
kanten af skoven. Her havde de adskillige foderautomater, og pa dem
masser af fugle, bl.a.: Pine Siskin, Pinyon Jay, Pygmy Nuthatch samt
White-headed Woodpecker.

Aftensmaden fik vi pa en lokal "cowboyder” restaurant, som serverede
de absolutte bedste bgffer pa turen — indtil videre!

Dag 13 - 12. maj 2010

Best Western i Sisters er klart turens fedeste hotel. Alle veerelser havde
udsigt til en dejlig have. | haven var der foderautomater, der tiltrak
masser af fugle: Pinyon Jay, Evening og Black-headed Grossbeak, Pine
Siskin, Pygmy, White-breasted and Red-breasted Nuthatch. Skent at
vagne op til. lavrigt kom der ogsa egern og White-tailed Deer og spiste
af godterne.

Dagen skulle bruges pa skovene omkring Sisters. Malet var speetter.
Men pa trods af at vi brugte timer i de fedest teenkelige spaetteskove
sa vi kun fa spaetter: Northern Flicker, Red-breasted, Williamson'’s og
Red-naped Sapsucker og Hairy Woodpecker. Target var Black-backed,
men det lykkedes ikke denne dag. Men smuk bonus var en fin lille bitte
Northern Pygmy-Owl, der sad stille pa en lille gren hgijt hgjt oppe i et
stort tree.

Efter spaetteskoven tog vi til en fin lille s@: Lost Lake. Her er der sat
kasser op til Islandsk Hvinand — og det fungerede, der la omkring 6 par i
sgen, og vi sa en hun forsvinde ind i en af kasserne.

Vi stoppede tidligt denne dag, kabte mad i en lokal deli, som vi bragte
til veerelserne og spiste pa altanerne mens vi kiggede pa de forskellige
arter, der besggte foderbreettet.

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Dag 14 - 13. maj 2010

om og listede den anden vej. Dette gentog sig adskillige gange far det
gik op for os, at den matte sidde oppe i toppen af et meget hajt grantrae.

Woodpeckers pa dette sted

Vi sluttede dagen med at lytte efter ugler i skoven omkring Lost

Lake. Her spiste vi pick-nick aftensmad med en storslaet udsigt over
sneklaedte bjerge — bl.a. Mt. Jefferson. Det blev desveaerre ikke til nogen
ugler, men atter en Black-backed Woodpecker.

Dag 15 - 14. maj 2010

Tillykke med fadselsdagen til Carl-Axel. Solen skinnede fra en skyfri
himmel, og for forste gang pa turen kunne man uden ubehag starte
morgenen uden de lange underbukser. Det forste sted, vi besggte
denne morgen, var Calliope Crossing. Her madte vi en amerikansk
birder, der fortalte om et godt spaettested med mulighed for Amerikansk
Tretaet Spaette. Efter en fin gang smafuglelusk med bade Calliope
Hummingbird, Olive-sided Flycatcher og syngende Sora gik turen mod
det nye speettested. Godt med speetter og endelig lykkedes det for os
at se Dusky Grouse. Den sad naturligvis oppe i toppen af et hgjt trae —
klistret til stammen pa natravne manér.

Carl Axels fadselsdag blev fejret med en god picnic frokost og en stor
amerikansk fadselsdagskage. Desveerre var vi ikke de eneste der
syntes at kagen var lzekker, en ond hveps skulle absolut drille Else.

Derefter gik turen mod Corvallis — hvor vi stoppede ved nogle smukke
overdrev for at se efter den sjeeldne Grashopper Sparrow. Det lykkedes
ikke at finde den, men alle undtagen Thomas, fik set et fint stinkdyr
(levende!).

Dag 16 - 15. maj 2010

Fra Corvallis karte vi fgrst til Mary’s Peak. For at kunne veere der tidligt
om morgenen, medbragte vi morgenmaden, som vi spiste naer toppen
af Mary’s Peak. Her blev vi underholdt af spillende Sooty Grouse, som
vi desveerre kun hgrte. Vi besluttede efter morgenmaden at kare lidt
ned af bjerget og ga en tur. Her var der masser af fugle. Bl.a. sa vi
nogle meget fine Hermit Warblers, sa en Rufous Hummingbird samle
redemateriale og herte en kaldende Northern Pygmy Owl

Naeste stop blev en fin lokalitet i Nationalparken med det ’korte’
navn: William L. Finley National Wildlife Reserve, hvor vi gik ruten:
Woodpecker Loop Trail. Ogsa her var der masser af smafugle. Vejret
var dejligt og varmt — og her var bare skant. Det blev til adskillige nye
turarter, bl.a. en smuk Black-throated Grey Warbler, Western Wood
Pewee og Swainson’s Thrush.

Turen til naeste stop, gennem William L. Finley NWR, gik gennem
dejlige naturomrader med skove og smasger. Naeste stop var
McFadden’s Marsh, som iszer er kendt som overvintringsomrade for
den meget sjaldne Dusky Canada Goose. Det var ikke en art, som man
skulle forvente at se sa sent pa foraret, da geessene for lzengst burde
vaere ankommet til yngleomradet i Alaska. Men som med sa meget
andet pa denne tur, sa var vi atter heldige. Et enkelt individ var blevet
tilbage, og sas pa klods hold fra et skjul. Fra dette skjul kunne man
desuden se 12 flotte Brudezender — mange af dem hanner.

Derefter gik turen mod Newport. Pa vejen skulle vi stoppe langs en
brusende flod for at kigge efter Amerikansk Vandstaer. Det fandt vi
imidlertid ikke, men til gengeeld fandt vi en flok pa tre smukke hanner
af Stremand, der |a pa en stor sten, mens turkis vand brusede omkring
dem. Et syn for guder — det far man simpelthen ikke smukkere.

Atter tilbage i Newport og hotellet Comfort Inn — et glaedeligt gensyn.
Aftensmaden spiste vi pa lzzy’s restaurant, hvor man stadig kunne
hente bgffer ad libitum fra grill-masteren.

Efter morgenmaden begav vi os videre nordpa i silende regn og @st pa
mod Portland ligeledes i silende regn.

Pa vej tilbage mod Portland blev det til enkelte stop, men vejret var ikke
pa vores side. Men efter en sa vellykket tur, sa er det bestemt til at leve
med.
